Calcutt & Forest Moor Village Hall, Calcutt, Knaresborough, HG5 8JF

Calcutt Village Hall is accessible by road or rail, being close to the A1(M) and only 0.7 miles from
Knaresborough Station, which is on the 'Harrogate Line' that runs from York to Leeds.

From the A1(M) take the A59 towards Knaresborough and Harrogate, as far as the Goldsborough roundabout
where the A59 goes off to the right into Knaresborough. Ignore this turning and keep straight on towards
Harrogate (A658). Stay on the A658 at the Wetherby Road roundabout but take the next right (B6163), signposted

to Calcutt. The village Hall is on your left, just after Forest Moor Road.
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Please note: The NEEMF half-price pensioner concession is only for pensioners whose
SOLE source of income is the state pension. Pensioners who live on a combination of

occupational and state pensions pay the full workshop rate.
